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MR. HUNNICUTT: 
This interview is for the Center of Oak Ridge Oral History.  The date is March 11th, 2015 and I am Don Hunnicutt in the Studio of BBB Communications, LLC., 170 Randolph Road, Oak Ridge, Tennessee, to take Peggy Stuart’s oral history interview about living in Oak Ridge.  Peggy, please state your full name, place of birth and date, please.

MRS. STUART: Would you like all three names?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yes, ma’am.

MRS. STUART: Peggy O’Nell Alder Dickens Stuart and what else?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Place of birth and date.

MRS. STUART: Sneedville, Tennessee, Hancock County.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Okay, your father’s name and the place of birth.

MRS. STUART: Edmond Monroe Alder.  His birth is in Sneedville also.
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember the date of his birth?

MRS. STUART: Daddy was born December 21st, 1879 and he passed away October 11th, 1943.  I was in the second year of high school.


MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What was your mother’s maiden name?  

MRS. STUART: It was Alder also.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And what was the date of her birth?

MRS. STUART: Date of her birth?   September 15th, 1884.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And your grandparents’ names?

MRS. STUART: Mother’s death was August 23rd, 1915.   I don’t know much about my grandparents.  I know my grandmother on both sides were named Mary, but see, they both passed away while I was a little girl, so I didn’t know them.  Now, the grandfather on my daddy’s side I knew him just when he would come to visit.  But other than that, I didn’t know birthday, date or anything.  I do know he killed a man with a rock.  That’s in the history book.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What type schooling did your father have?

MRS. STUART: Eighth grade.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about your mother?

MRS. STUART: I really don’t know.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you have brothers and sisters?
MRS. STUART: There were six of us in the family, four girls and one brother and one half-sister.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And what were their names?

MRS. STUART: Well, the oldest was Betty Terry was born August 23rd, 1915, was her birth and she died January 10, 2014.
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And your other sisters?

MRS. STUART: Claudia May was the next one.  Her birth day was March 8th, 1917 and Claudia’s death was September 27th, 1996 and that’s about all I got on her.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
How about your brother?

MRS. STUART: I was––we were two years apart.  Henry Lee Alder, birthday October 30th, 1924, and his death, we don’t know, Missing in Action.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And do you have other sisters?
MRS. STUART: No, I don’t, yes, Esther.  No, I can’t find her.  Oh, here we are.  Esther La Alder, birthday was April 25th, 1919, and her death was March 20th, 1988.  I did have a sister that passed away that I didn’t count a while ago.  Her name was Gertrude Bernice Alder, birth July 28th, 1921 and her death was January 22nd, 1922.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about your father?  What did he do?

MRS. STUART: He was a farmer.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And did your mother work or was she a housewife?
MRS. STUART: No.  She was a housewife.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And where was the farm located?

MRS. STUART: One mile and a half above Sneedville.  We’re at the edge of Sneedville now.  It’s built up that much.  But we did like to go fishing.  Dad and I went fishing.  He took me to the river one time and he said, “Now, you sit right there until I get back,” and I said okay.   When he came back, I was that close to going in the river because I went to sleep.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Growing up on the farm, what were some of your chores that you had to do?

MRS. STUART: Anything that I could do when I was old enough.  I will never forget to go out and just see what it’s like hoeing corn.  I got tired a lot and started home.  Dad looked up and says, “Peggy, where you going?”  I said, “In the house.  I’m hot.”  He said, “No, you’re doing too good a job.  Come on back,” and I had to go to the field from then on out.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, tell me about going to school.  What was it like going to school?

MRS. STUART: Just like anybody else, I guess.  It was normal.  We didn’t have kindergarten though, back then.  We went to the first grade at six-years-old.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you walk to school?

MRS. STUART: No.  Not until the high school got out and then if we lived just a mile and a half away, we had to walk because there wasn’t enough money to pay for our support of riding the bus.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And what did the girls wear when they went to school in those days?  What type of clothing?

MRS. STUART: Whatever clothing, she had.  You must remember I lived on the farm and they all lived on the farm.  Some of them had money.  Some of them didn’t and we didn’t.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Is that a skirt and––

MRS. STUART: Blouse and a skirt or a dress.  A homemade dress that your mother had made or I started to sewing when I real young. 

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
When you went to school, through the elementary grades, do you remember some of the teachers that you had, what their names were?

MRS. STUART: I can see their face, but names go.  There was a Cody, can’t get her first name at all.  She was my six-year-old teacher.  You know, I don’t remember them.  But usually, in a small town, or in on the Ridge or anywhere, we only had one classroom, but now we had more than that in Sneedville.  You went from one room to the other as you graduated from that class and I had the seven year itch there that time too.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What’s the seven year itch?

MRS. STUART: That’s where your hands would break out and they use all that purple medicine to get rid of it and it stinks like mud.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you know what causes the seven year itch?
MRS. STUART: Everybody brings it in and you catch it from them or they catch it from somebody else out of town.  I don’t know. 

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you like to go to school?
MRS. STUART: Yes.  I enjoyed myself.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, what time did you have to get up in the morning to go to school?

MRS. STUART: I have no idea.  They just got me up and says get ready to go on the bus.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Was it before daylight?

MRS. STUART: I think we went around 9:00.   Now, I could be wrong.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, when you got home from school, what did you, you had to go right to work on the farm or––?

MRS. STUART: Well, if you had on your good clothes, you had to pull them off and put your other work clothes on and then go to work.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, how big a house did you live in?
MRS. STUART: Well, we had two bedrooms, one big dining room and a kitchen and a big old front porch and side porch.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you share a bedroom with your sisters?

MRS. STUART: Why, sure.   But see, as the years went by, one would leave.  We’d have the extra room.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, during high school, what type of classes do you recall you took during high school?

MRS. STUART: Oh my goodness.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Is there anything special you liked about high school?

MRS. STUART: No.  I just wanted to make good grades so I could play basketball.  You had to make that B average in order to play and I don’t remember what they were.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What grade level did you start playing basketball?
MRS. STUART: Seventh grade.  But I was big old girl.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, basketball in those days would play different today.  Tell me the difference.

MRS. STUART: Well, we had three divisions and that’s where I started out was in the third division, the center and then I graduated to each end and then we started running from one to the other but that was later in years.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, it was sort of a half-court basketball?

MRS. STUART: Well, it was three, one on the right and one on the left and one in the middle.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Would you have to stay on one end of the floor?
MRS. STUART: Oh yes and in the middle.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
I see.
MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Well, why did you like basketball?

MRS. STUART: Doesn’t everybody like basketball?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Some people may not.

MRS. STUART: Well, we played Round Town too.  You know what that is?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
No.

MRS. STUART: The school couldn’t afford bat and ball, so we had our own ball and the bat was a stick, but we had fun.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did the girls just play it against the girls or did you play against the boys?

MRS. STUART: No.   We didn’t play against the boys.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, what did you do during high school during the summer?  Did you work all the time or did you do things for fun?

MRS. STUART: Well, Daddy and I fished a lot.   He’d tell me to go down to the creek and give us some extra fish for breakfast.  We always had fish for breakfast if we had any and you had chores to do.  You had gardens to do, like corn to shuck and shell, potatoes to dig, all garden stuff.  We never had to buy anything like that.  We always had our meal ground and our flour ground because we raised corn and we raised wheat.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did your father own the land that you had the farm on?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  Dad and Mother got it from my Uncle John and––

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
How big a farm was it?

MRS. STUART: Oh, I don’t know.  I have no idea.  But I still have my part of it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, the farm is still in existence today?

MRS. STUART: Yes.   You want to buy it?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, when you graduated from high school and what year would that have been?

MRS. STUART: ’45.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And then what did you do after high school?

MRS. STUART: Well, I was dating back then.  I had three boyfriends and I had to move a lot around, but the one with the car got the most attention.   But this lady Ruby was her first name.  She’s gone now too.  She had been down here and got homesick and went back home.  So, she said, “Peggy, let’s go back to Oak Ridge.”  I said, “Okay.”  So, we went and all I had in my pocket when I come down here was a $20 bill, but we survived.  Because that she quit, and because being lonesome, they wouldn’t hire her back.  But I come straight on in.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, let’s back up to when you were dating these three boys.  Where did you go on dates?

MRS. STUART: Well, this one that had the car, we went out to eat a lot which I liked.  But we had better food than what we ate out because it was good.  Mother was a good cook.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Fresh food too, right?

MRS. STUART: Oh yes.  You raised it.  You canned it.  You had beef and you had pork and turkeys, chickens, geese, ducks, whatever you wanted.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, when you came to Oak Ridge with the other lady, tell me about where you first came.

MRS. STUART: How I got here?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Wait.  How you got here and then when you got here, where was it?

MRS. STUART: In Knoxville, when I got here.  But we didn’t have a bus going from Sneedville to Morristown.  So, we had to ride the mail car and we got over there, we caught a bus to Knoxville to this place where they took over and I don’t remember that and they put us in homes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Out here in Oak Ridge?

MRS. STUART: To stay the night.  Not in Oak Ridge, in Knoxville.   The next morning, they got us up early and brought us, but Ruby, she had to go back home.  Brought us to Oak Ridge and then they put me in a dormitory room with a friend I knew from Sneedville that I graduated with.  She turned out to be a nurse.  She went on to college.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So––
MRS. STUART: And from there, I went to DOE, what they called a school until my clearance come through and then I went to the plant.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, what was the school about?

MRS. STUART: Really nothing pertaining to what I did.  But it was just talks and whatever you wanted to talk about or what have you, but they had to keep you in order for you not to leave, too, and pay you or that’s the way I understood it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Where was the dormitory that you lived in like there?

MRS. STUART: I lived in one up on the hill down in West Village and one up at Town Site.  I don’t remember the names and that’s all I lived in.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, when you first came, you came through probably Elza Gate or do you remember?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  Come from Clinton.  You know that old road they used to have.  That’s the one we traveled.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And when you came through the gate, where did you go to?

MRS. STUART: You had someone meeting you and you went where they went.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you recall what you thought about Oak Ridge when you got to see it?

MRS. STUART: I didn’t think.   I was young.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You would’ve been how old?

MRS. STUART: Well, I was still 18.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you have to get permission from your parents to come here?

MRS. STUART: I only had Mother.   No, she didn’t hold me back.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, when your clearance came through, what type of work did you do?

MRS. STUART: Cubicle operator.   

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Calutron girl?
MRS. STUART: Calutron girl, yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And kind of describe what you had to do.
MRS. STUART: You had a lot of dials on this machine that you were in front of and you had to make each little thing come to the highest point.  You were subtracting the ore from the rocks from uranium.
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You sat in front of the––

MRS. STUART: Cubicle.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Panel or cubicle. 

MRS. STUART: Panel, yes.  We called them cubicles back then.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And did you work shift work?
MRS. STUART: Oh yes.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What were the hours for shift work?
MRS. STUART: Well, daytime was from 8:00 to whatever.  Then we went in at 3:00 to 11:00, I guess, and then from 11:00 on.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
How did you get to work each day?
MRS. STUART: Tokens.   Ride the bus.   Those great old big Army buses what they looked like.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you recall the color of them?

MRS. STUART: Army color, whatever what that is.  The old green is what I called them.
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And where did you eat when you were living in the dormitory?
MRS. STUART: Oh, they had cafeterias here and they didn’t cost too awful much.  But compared to what I had at home, we were eating high on the hog at home, but not here.  You had to watch your money because when you first went in, you weren’t making a lot of money and you had to make it last two weeks.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, if you wanted to meet someone, would the cafeteria be a place you would go and kind of hang out or––?

MRS. STUART: You just run up on them, sit with them, and enjoy their company.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What did you do when you weren’t working besides sleeping?

MRS. STUART: Go to the ball games, playing ball games, every weekend one or the other.  We went somewhere to play basketball.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, what was the––how did you get involved in basketball here in Oak Ridge?

MRS. STUART: Well, I only got involved when the plants were here, remember, and they come to our shift one day, and asked all the women.  They were starting a basketball team to come out and try out and I did. 

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Tell me about this photograph here of this basketball team and point out where you are in it.

MRS. STUART: We had a good basketball team.  The girls were nice and our coach was nice and––

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What team is that?

MRS. STUART: Hancock County High School.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Show it to the camera and point out where you are.
MRS. STUART: Would you have picked me out?  That long hair?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And this was the high school basketball team?

MRS. STUART: We had a good one.   We’d come down here and played in a tournament one time in Knoxville.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now this one was when?
MRS. STUART: That was in the Oak Ridge High School gym.  The old one, not the new one now, but I was still an Alder as you can see.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Hold it up a little bit and what is that insignia on your shirt?  Who did you play for?

MRS. STUART: TEC, Tennessee Eastman.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And what position did you play when you played?

MRS. STUART: Whatever they wanted me to play.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, this one is a Y-12 basketball team it looks like.  Tell me about that one.

MRS. STUART: You want me to name them?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yes.  

MRS. STUART: Sue Estrange, Shirley Brown, Peggy Stuart, Virginia Bowers, Anita Reed, Imagene Loy, Helen Brown.  I know her well and long.  Ruby O’Kane.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And hold that up.

MRS. STUART: Now––

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
This one is Ruby O’Kane right here?
MRS. STUART: Right.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
She’s still here in Oak Ridge today.

MRS. STUART: Yes.   But I don’t know where she worked.  I really don’t.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Where did you play––

MRS. STUART:   She must’ve worked at the plant. Some of them worked at other places like Y-12.
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yes.  This the same ball team, I guess, isn’t it?

MRS. STUART: No.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Different ball team?
MRS. STUART: No.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember some of those?

MRS. STUART: I remember the face.  Well, now, that’s Helen Brown.  That’s Shirley and that’s Virginia Bowers and oh, that’s me.    Hazel Butler, you remember Butler’s Florist?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yes.

MRS. STUART: She was so sweet.  She passed away.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you recall what year this was?   Oh, I’m sorry.

MRS. STUART: No, I don’t.   Now, turn the other side.   Do you remember S. Davis?  He was our coach there.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
This gentleman here?
MRS. STUART: He worked for the Polygraph and I can’t think of his name.  That’s where I worked too and, you know, I forgot to put that down.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, this shot is with Roane Anderson.  They were one of the––
MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Contractors here.  Do you recall what year that might’ve been?
MRS. STUART: No.   I did not write the names on the back or on the fronts.  Now the one that was, the names on the front, my boyfriend got in service, but he took one of these pictures, those with him of Sneedville.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Is this the same team here?
MRS. STUART: Yes.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Turn it around.  

MRS. STUART: Well, I know, but I can’t look up them upside down and tell you who they are.  Yes, that’s Virginia and that’s Jewell and Gean.  I’d have to come back and that’s me and that’s Ray, he was on our softball team, too some, Helen Aikman, Harry, names don’t come any more and Gladys someone and that’s Ruby O’Kane and that was Jewell Jones and that was Mutt Brown, and that was Gean Jones was her sister, Jewell’s sister.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, Mutt Brown, didn’t she bowl later on in the years, did she?
MRS. STUART: She was a good bowler.  She and Ruby O’Kane was against each other.  I don’t know which one would win or which one didn’t win.  But they both were excellent.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, this picture with the Y-12 team––

MRS. STUART: That’s the softball team.   That’s Ruby O’Kane and that’s Anita, Ruth, Imagene, I don’t remember her name.  Jerry Marsett, where is she?  She’s right here.  That’s she.  Helen Brown, Helen Aikman and that’s Bonnie Roberts, Roy Roberts’ daughter.  She lives in Kingsport still.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now this softball, was this fast pitch softball?
MRS. STUART: No.  We played slow pitch and blooper.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What’s the difference?

MRS. STUART: One, you have a huge ball.  It’s called blooper. We were just the slow pitch was ordinary softball.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you recall where you played some of your games?

MRS. STUART: Pinewood.  Most of them here now.   Oh, we went to Kingsport.   I remember going there with Ray and Helen Aikman.  
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, did the––like when you played with Tennessee Eastman, did they pay all expenses to go to the games and––

MRS. STUART: They paid all the same expenses, your food, your bed, your transportation, all of it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And what about when you played for Y-12, same thing?

MRS. STUART: Same thing.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, all the teams you played basketball and softball and everything, was paid for?

MRS. STUART: Paid for, when you went out of town.  Everything was paid for, but not in town.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And were there a lot of softball fields or ball fields here in Oak Ridge in the early days?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  They had two down where the library is and Pinewood and the one over next to it.  I don’t know what that’s called now.  They really fixed it up, but yes and they had one up at the Castle.  What they called the AEC.  They called it the Castle back then.
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, working at Y-12, you rode the bus back and forth and were the roads paved when you first got here?

MRS. STUART: No.  The sidewalks were not paved.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
They were wooden sidewalks?

MRS. STUART: Wooden sidewalks. 

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you remember much mud or was most of that gone?  So, in the Town Site area or Jackson Square we call it today, what do you recall up there?  What was up in that area?

MRS. STUART: The Nettie Lee Shop was up there.  A drug store was up there and there was another––I don’t remember the names of them.   A store that had everything in it, you know, dresses, shoes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Loveman’s or was it Taylor’s?

MRS. STUART: No, I don’t remember what the name was, but that was before Loveman’s time.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yeah.  Did you go to the movies very much?

MRS. STUART: No.  I didn’t have time.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You were out playing ball somewhere. 

MRS. STUART: Or watching it.  We even went to see the colored men play.   We had a ball.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Where did they play their games?

MRS. STUART: Over in Gamble Valley.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And why did you like to go watch them?
MRS. STUART: What they would say, what they would come out with and I don’t remember all of them, but we would take our lunch.  That’d be Lloyd and Helen Brown, Helen Aikman and I.  We’d all go over, take us something to eat and sit there and watch the ball games and then Lloyd would take us all home when it was over with.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about when you first came to Oak Ridge about dating?   Did you do very much dating here then?

MRS. STUART: Oh, I went out on blind dates.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And where did you generally go?

MRS. STUART: To wherever they wanted to go and tell you the truth, I don’t remember, but I tell you there’re some of them I didn’t go back with even if they asked.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did they have cars or did you go out on the bus?

MRS. STUART: No, you had to ride a bus on some of them.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, on a typical date, how did you meet the guy that, I mean––

MRS. STUART: I met him at the bus stop, down from my dorm.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And then you got on the bus?

MRS. STUART: I got on the bus.  He was on the bus.  Tell me what number and so forth.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about dances?   Did you attend any of the rec hall dances?

MRS. STUART: Have you ever seen a cow dance?  That’s how I danced.  No, I didn’t dance.  I did take lessons one time and tried and I was so self-conscious.   I didn’t want to do that and––

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you remember––were there a lot of men here?

MRS. STUART: Sure.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You pretty much had your choice of, if you wanted to date somebody?

MRS. STUART: No, you didn’t do it that way.  Back then, a woman didn’t go up to a man, “Would you like to go out?”   You didn’t dare.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, what was the typical dress when you went out on a date?  What did you wear?

MRS. STUART: Whatever I had, just a dress or a skirt and a blouse, something, in that order.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, after you lived in the dorm, where did you move?

MRS. STUART: After I lived in the dorm?   I married Milton Dickens and he went to Mexico and I stayed in the dorm and when he’d come home, we lived a year in North Carolina, outside of Rocky Mount, North Carolina.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What year did you marry Milt Dickens?

MRS. STUART: May 20th, 1947.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And where did you get married?
MRS. STUART: Rome, Georgia.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You eloped?

MRS. STUART: We didn’t have to.  I only had a mother and he was of age, I think.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, how did you meet him?

MRS. STUART: We were playing X-10 at one of the gyms and I told this little lady, here I come again.   I said, “Honey, if you push that ball in my face one more time,” I said, “You’re going to eat it.”   She did and she ate it and I got thrown out of the game.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Thrown out of a ball game?
MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, is that how you met your husband?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  Then he asked Bill Mills, was my coach.  Do you remember Bill?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
No.

MRS. STUART: Well, he was our coach and he said, “I got someone up here who wants to meet you.”  I said, “Okay,” and we started dating.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, how long did you date before you got married?

MRS. STUART: When did we get married?   I don’t really recall tell you the truth.  We got married May 20th, 1947.  I already told you that.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, Milton had a car?  Did he have a car?

MRS. STUART: No.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
How did you get to Georgia?

MRS. STUART: He had a friend down at the drug store in West Village, oh golly.   I knew his name well, Bob Sprinkle.  He had a car and he loaned the car to us.  Helen Brown went with us.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, where was the first place that you lived as husband and wife?

MRS. STUART: We stayed at a motel that night and then after a certain length of time, Helen and Lloyd took us in for a little while until we could get an apartment.
MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember where they lived?
MRS. STUART: They lived up on top of the Ridge somewhere.   No, I don’t.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Why did you leave Oak Ridge for that time period?
MRS. STUART: He didn’t have a job.  We didn’t have any money.  So, we farmed that year and we’d save and when that year was over, we’d come back to Oak Ridge.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Well, what was his job before you left Oak Ridge?

MRS. STUART: He was in the military.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Okay.

MRS. STUART: He lived in those dorms down in the west end, but they’re all torn down now if I’m not mistaken.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, how come he came, you came back from North Carolina?
MRS. STUART: I told him.   I said, “I’ll get a job, but I’m not working on this farm anymore.”  I said, “Look at your mother over there.  She’s only 50 years old.”  I said, “I’m not going to look like that.”  She worked hard.  I loved that lady.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, when you first came back to Oak Ridge, what was your job that you got?

MRS. STUART: I don’t remember.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about Milton?  What kind of work did he get?

MRS. STUART: He went in, I don’t know what they call it, but he was a, I call it a dog catcher for a while, but then he didn’t stay there long, that someone helped him and he got in to Y-12.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you recall where you worked when you came back with him?
MRS. STUART: Where I worked?   Do you recall where you had a place and I don’t remember what it was called that you could call up and get your address and name of certain people, what was that called?  I worked in that for a little while.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You mean as an operator?
MRS. STUART: Oh, just answering the telephone and looking up numbers for people.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Would that be people that worked at the plants or in the city?

MRS. STUART: This was in the city.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
I guess directory assistance operator or something like that maybe.

MRS. STUART: Probably, directory assistance of Oak Ridge.  I bet that’s what it was.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you recall how long you worked at that job?  Did you start playing ball again when you came back to Oak Ridge?

MRS. STUART: Well, right off the bat.  Then I took up bowling and then after that, I took up golf after I married BJ.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, what were some of the places in Oak Ridge you could go bowling?

MRS. STUART: Well, we went to Ark Lanes most of the time because that’s where our leagues were.   They had a lot of leagues.  Down at Tri-County, we had the bowling down there for a while and I’m sure you bowled down there.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, this was later, excuse me, this was later on after the city kind of got developed.

MRS. STUART: Oh yes.  Oh yes.  In fact, Milton had already passed away.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now where, when you and Milton came back and lived in Oak Ridge, where did you do your grocery shopping?   Do you remember?

MRS. STUART: No.  I couldn’t drive.  He did officiating and he saved his money and he had bought an A model.  Do you know what I’m talking about?  Well, from then on, everybody loved the A model.  So, it went quite a ways.  Here, there and beyond and in there of course and finally I got angry and I said okay, if I have to ask you for money every time I go out, I said there won’t be any more of my checks going into the bank.  If I can’t write my own check, forget it.   So, I started writing my own checks, keeping the bank statement.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, how did you get to the ball game and the practice?  Did you ride the bus or somebody pick you up or––

MRS. STUART: Well, if you didn’t have a car, and the person that like my husband couldn’t take you, someone would pick you up on the road because they wanted you to play.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What type of refereeing did you husband do?
MRS. STUART: Football, basketball, fast pitch, Boys’ Club, anywhere.  He went out of town.  He assigned them, like at Sunbright and––

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Was he in charge of the referees at one time?  So, he assigned the referees their refereeing jobs?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Where is the last place that you lived that you can remember?

MRS. STUART: You mean as of now?  I live right where I live.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
No.  Before you lived where you’re now, where you live now.

MRS. STUART: Oh golly.  I really don’t remember.  I know we lived in one house, an A house, but I can take you to it.  But I couldn’t tell you the street.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You told me one time about when you lived in the dorm where the, what we call the Garden Apartments years ago down overlooking the Turnpike on the west end.  You and her gal were wanting to go up to the rec hall I guess it was past the Civic Center and you was telling me about you were hitch hiking.  Tell me about that story.

MRS. STUART: Well, I don’t know anything to tell you. Helen and I just hitchhiked.  I think the one you’re referring to is when we hitchhiked to one of the cafeterias and this man let us ride and he had White Lightning.  That was best White Lightning I had ever tasted.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, what is White Lightning?
MRS. STUART: Whiskey, homemade.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, he picked you two girls up on the side of the road and––
MRS. STUART: Sure.   You didn’t even lock a door back then, Don.  You didn’t have to.  The average age was 35.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, between the time he picked you up, you took your first drink of White Lightning and––

MRS. STUART: Here at home.  No.  I did.   Mother ruined my orange juice and I had rather she had put the White Lightning in it instead of castrol oil.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
I’m sure.  

MRS. STUART: But back then, castrol oil was the only medicine you had.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Were you here when the gates opened in March of––
MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What do you remember about that?

MRS. STUART: Just a big crowd whooping it up and glad everything’s over with and a joyful time.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember some of the movie stars that were here?

MRS. STUART: I remember one cowboy and I don’t remember his name.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Rod Cameron?
MRS. STUART: Yes.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you go to any of the functions they had at the Oak Terrace?
MRS. STUART: No.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you ever attend the Atomic Museum of Science and Energy down at Jefferson?

MRS. STUART: Yes, I have and I’ve enjoyed it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember what was in there when you went?
MRS. STUART: No.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about when they dropped the bomb on Japan?  Where were you?   What’d you remember about that?
MRS. STUART: You know, I don’t really remember.  That’s one thing I don’t remember.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, when you hired in obviously, you got a badge.

MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And when you left on your basketball or softball trips, were you required to take that so you could get back in the gate?

MRS. STUART: So, you can get back in.  Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Before you left, did the coach or someone check you?

MRS. STUART: You were on your own.   You had to keep up with that yourself.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, if you failed to take it with you when you came back, what––

MRS. STUART: I don’t know of any of them ever failed to do that.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
I’ve heard about people––
MRS. STUART: Doing it?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Doing that.   I remember.  When they printed your name in the newspaper related to ball games or stuff, did they print your last name only or do you remember?

MRS. STUART: They put your whole name like Peggy Alder back then.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So––

MRS. STUART: No.  That came out in the Y-12 Bulletin.  I wish I would’ve kept all those.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What was the Y-12 Bulletin?

MRS. STUART: It was just a little sheet about that big, doubled or what have you.  Just the news of the teams and the people what they would do or did do.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did X-10 and K-25 have a similar bulletin as well?

MRS. STUART: I’m sure they did.   I know Y-12 did.  But I never did get one from them.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now did your ball teams play the different plant leagues?  I mean, did you have a plant league?

MRS. STUART: Oh yes.  All plants participated and then we went from there to out and played the, like in Nashville, Cookeville, Kingsport, what have you.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you have a city champion?

MRS. STUART: I don’t think so.  But I don’t remember who they were.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now when you were married to Milt Dickens, did you have children?

MRS. STUART: Larry and Mary Dickens.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And when was Larry born?
MRS. STUART: Well, I’ve got too many people down here.  Wait a minute.  March 21st, 1951.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And what about your daughter?
MRS. STUART: My daughter was born Mary Lynn Dickens, January 31st, 1955.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Were they born in Oak Ridge?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  Doctor Pugh.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What do you remember about the hospital in Oak Ridge?  Was it a good hospital or do you––

MRS. STUART: To me it was.  They took care of me.  Anything I asked for, I got.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you get injured much playing sports?
MRS. STUART: No.   I was too rough.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you belong to any kind of clubs other than playing sports? 
MRS. STUART: Didn’t have time.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
That was your whole time, free time was playing sports?
MRS. STUART: You had to eat.  You had to wash your clothes.  You had to go to work and sometimes you just got plain tired.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
I can see why you playing so many sports.

MRS. STUART: I enjoyed it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, in the Winter times when the basketball was and assuming in the Summertime you had the softball.

MRS. STUART: Softball or slow pitch or blooper ball.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember any other sports they offered here in Oak Ridge during those days?

MRS. STUART: I’m sure they did.  Like tennis and golf, skating boards.   I imagine they had conversation that way.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Horseshoes, probably.  

MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember archery, them having archery?
MRS. STUART: No.  I don’t.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, you lived here since marrying Milt Dickens and then Milt passed away.  What was the death date of his?

MRS. STUART: The date of his death was May 20th, 1968.   He’s been gone a long time.  I was married to him 21 years.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And you re-married again?
MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Who did you re-marry then?

MRS. STUART: Bernard Jerome Stuart and his birth day was March 20th, 1925 and his death was January 28th, 1987.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you two have kids?

MRS. STUART: No.  Just, I only had the two.  Well, that’s not quite right.  My first one passed away.   But I don’t tell everybody that.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
When you were married to your second husband, did he have children from another marriage?
MRS. STUART: Had one.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
And what was their name?

MRS. STUART: Connie Bovee.  Her birth day was December 22nd, 1945, and her death was August 1st, 1988.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What do you remember about doctors making house calls?   That was something they did in those days.
MRS. STUART: Shotgun Cruse made them to me.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Shotgun Cruse.  Why do you call him that?

MRS. STUART: You remember him, don’t you?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Why do you call him Shotgun Cruse?

MRS. STUART: Everybody nicknamed him after he had a little too much and he shot up the police station a little bit.  But he came through with fine colors.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Was he a good doctor?

MRS. STUART: To me.  If you come to my house when my kids are sick, you’re a good doctor, when I can’t take you.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about the dental offices in Oak Ridge?   Dental, did you use any of them?

MRS. STUART: I didn’t have to use them back then.  I come from Sneedville. From Oak Ridge to Rogersville where I’d been used to going to a dentist and he filled two teeth and pulled four wisdom teeth and I didn’t have any trouble until now, I’ve had quite a bit of trouble with them later in years.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Now, when you were married to BJ, were you working at the time?

MRS. STUART: No, I didn’t have to work.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What did you do?   Do you play softball and basketball?
MRS. STUART: Whatever I wanted to do.  He didn’t care.  He went with me if we wanted to go, if he didn’t have anything to do.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you feel safe in Oak Ridge growing or living here?
MRS. STUART: Yes.  It never bothered me to go out at night.  Most of our girls would after dark especially in the Summertime, we’d wait and wait sometimes and go out.  There was a gang of us.  We had a ball.  We didn’t mind it at all.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
When, I lost my place a minute here, just a second.  What do you remember about the Snow White Drive-In?  Do you remember that place?

MRS. STUART: Oh yes.  It was a good place to eat and it wasn’t expensive and you would know mostly everyone when in one time or another and they all raced around it.  You had to watch your Ps and Qs as you went through the door because of everybody in the car.  What did they call it?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you remember where it was located?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  But I can’t tell you where.  But I can take and show where.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
It’s on the Turnpike, right, about where the hospital is now.  

MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about the Skyway Drive-In?   Did you ever go to the Skyway Drive-In?

MRS. STUART: Yes.  Sure did and ate their popcorn.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Swimming pool.  Were you a swimmer?

MRS. STUART: I wasn’t a good swimmer, but I took lessons and I never did like the water too well.  Now, I could get out and float all over the place, but when you got me to swimming, I wasn’t good at it at all because I had people helping me and because I was one of the tallest persons there.  She would point at me.  You do it first.  I’d do it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Was the water cold in those days?

MRS. STUART: No.  It was nice.  The only thing I hated about it, I had to come home and wash my hair and get all that chlorine out.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Let’s talk a little bit about the Downtown area that we used to have over here, you know, where all the stores moved from Jackson Square down here and we’d call it Downtown.

MRS. STUART: Around the circle?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yes.  Did you like that type of stores?

MRS. STUART: I sure did.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Why?
MRS. STUART: Why?   It was convenient for one thing.   You knew where everything was and you’d go down.  I had a lot of fun sometimes if I was by myself and got bored.  I’d take the car and go down and sit in front of the one of the stores.  Watch the people.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did you have a favorite store you liked to visit?

MRS. STUART: Not particularly.  If I needed anything, I’d go in those stores.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
But are you driving now?  When did you start driving?   You said you didn’t drive in the early days.

MRS. STUART: No.  When he decided I could use the checkbook.  I’m stubborn.   The main thing, to me, I didn’t mind him doing the checkbook, but having to ask someone for my own money out of the bank, that didn’t work.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, you had never driven before, is that right?   Did you have trouble learning how to drive?

MRS. STUART: Thelma Davis lived down below me and she said, “I’ll teach you,” and she did.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Where did you have to go to get your driver’s license?

MRS. STUART: Why did you ask that question?   I remember the place, but I don’t remember where.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
In Oak Ridge?
MRS. STUART: Yes.  Here in Oak Ridge.  Oh, I got it with flying colors.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What type of car did you all have?

MRS. STUART: You know a little old studebaker of some sort and wouldn’t work too much, but it got us there.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Was Milton working shift work at the time?
MRS. STUART: Yes.   He worked shift work.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Well, did you get to keep the car when you got your license?
MRS. STUART: No.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You only got to use it when he wasn’t working?

MRS. STUART: If I needed a car, I’d take him to work and bring it back.  But I had to go pick him up and for a woman to go over there at that Y-12 plant and pick up anyone, it’s like this all the way and I just didn’t feel safe about being in it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
A lot of traffic?

MRS. STUART: Yeah.  I had some of the men come up and say, “Can I have a ride over to so and so,” and I said, “Sure, you’re going to drive?”   “No, don’t want to drive.”  So, here I am driving somebody else too.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What have you seen in Oak Ridge the whole time you been here that’s good or bad?

MRS. STUART: I think on the whole, Oak Ridge is a good place to live.  I never knew of anything personally that was bad, as far as people acting up like they do on drugs now and steal.  It wasn’t going on.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Do you think that the Oak Ridge school systems were good for your children?

MRS. STUART: Yes, I do.  They were good.  They were known as number one in the state at one time.  I don’t know what they are now. 

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, when your son Larry graduated from high school, did he go to college?

MRS. STUART: Yes.   He got to the football team.  He got a whole four years of education playing football.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Where did he go?
MRS. STUART: Raleigh, North Carolina.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What about your daughter?
MRS. STUART: My daughter went to UT.  She got a full education too.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So––
MRS. STUART: But see, at that time, Don, if you look on the records, Dick had passed away and I had a 13 and 16-year-old to raise.  And I was still with them when they got out of college.  Well, not quite, but almost.   Both of them made good grades.  The only thing I had to be ugly at times being Momma and Dad.  You can’t be good all the time and I had to set my foot down on them studying and I did.  I was toying with them to not watch so much TV and get their work done and then watch TV and then go to bed when they get sleepy.  So, I walked in one time and I said, “Okay, listen up.”   I said, “There’re one or two things you all got to do,” and I said, “Listen carefully because I’m not going to repeat it.”  I said, “You can go to bed whenever you want to, but and you can study whenever you want to, but in the morning when you get up, I’m only going to call you once and I will not accept no less than a C.”  I got Bs.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
That’s great.  

MRS. STUART: And I never had to say anything else.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Let’s talk a minute about when you played ball.   What position did they generally put you in?

MRS. STUART: Anywhere there wasn’t anyone playing.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Which position did you like to play the best?

MRS. STUART: Didn’t matter.  I used to like basketball.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
As long as you were playing, that was it.
MRS. STUART: Only if I was playing, I could play either one of them.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Who was some of the “star” players on some of your ball teams?
MRS. STUART: Well, Nita Reed was really good at anything she went at and there was Ruby and there was Helen Aikman was good and Helen Brown was good and Virginia Bowers was good.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Did any of those ladies ever go onto a bigger career in ball or basketball?

MRS. STUART: None of us did.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
I guess at that time there wasn’t any such way of doing that, was there?

MRS. STUART: No.   The one time I guarded one of the Red Heads.   She got two points that night.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Was she a real good ball shooter?

MRS. STUART: Oh gosh.  You never seen the Red Heads play?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
No. 

MRS. STUART: They were good, tall and good.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Was that an outside team that came here to play?

MRS. STUART: Oh, we always played, went off to play different teams like I told you. Nashville came sporting all around and she was on one of the teams after they split up and it fill my lot to guard her and she only got one basket the whole time.  She never got the rebounds.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What was your technique of guarding her?
MRS. STUART: Very simple timing.  I let everybody get right, now back then, we played the circle.  You know, where jump ball, you went to the circle right over there.  And I let everybody get their place and I’d stand behind her and I watched the girl with the ball and the last person that she’d look at would be where she’s going to throw the ball and I’d be in front of her and then when she’d come down the line where she shot her little sleepy shot, I let her shoot one time.  Oh, she shot quite a few times, but I moved her spot and she couldn’t hit from her other spot.  I was standing in it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, she had to be in a certain spot in order to make her shots count?

MRS. STUART: In order to make her shots and they were long, too.  She was good.  She was one of the best.  She’s in the Hall of Fame right now.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Which Hall of Fame is that?

MRS. STUART: The ladies over here in Knoxville.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
The Knoxville Hall of Fame?
MRS. STUART: Yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
The Sports Hall of Fame?  Women’s Sports Hall of Fame.  I’ll get it right.

MRS. STUART: I don’t know what it is.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Peggy, what do you think about growing up here or living here in Oak Ridge?   I guess, growing up you were a young lady when you came.

MRS. STUART: It is home now.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yeah?   What would you like to see the city do to better itself?

MRS. STUART: I have no idea.  I don’t deal in politics because it won’t do me a bit of good.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What do you think one of the most amazing things you’ve ever seen in your lifetime?

MRS. STUART: Here?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Anywhere.

MRS. STUART: I have no certain things.  There is a lot of amazing things that go on.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Are you involved in your church today?
MRS. STUART: Not as much as I used to be.   I used to officiate.  The last thing I did and I used to have the girls’ basketball team and the women’s basketball team and the softball and basketball I coached and sometimes the men would ask me to coach for boys.  I stayed busy.  I also had Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts and still maintaining a home for my husband and two kids.  I was going, but I enjoyed it.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
When––do you recall when you were doing that refereeing?
MRS. STUART: Do you remember the old Jefferson High School gym?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Up on the hill?

MRS. STUART: No, down in West Village near Robertsville.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Oh, yes, the old Robertsville School?
MRS. STUART: That’s where I officiated.  It was a church league.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
So, how many days did you do that, on the weekends only?
MRS. STUART: Oh no.  They paid you about $5 a day or something like that.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Well, that’s a lot of money in those days.

MRS. STUART: Back then, yes.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Is there anything you can think of that we haven’t talked about you’d like to talk about?

MRS. STUART: I don’t want to tell all my dirty stuff.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You might as well tell it now.

MRS. STUART: I don’t have any.  I just enjoy living.  I enjoy friends and I just enjoy a good time.  Let’s not take life so seriously.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
That’s a good philosophy.

MRS. STUART: Well, that’s me, as you well know me now down at the bowling alley.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What are you doing for recreation today?
MRS. STUART: Today?

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What do you do now for recreation?

MRS. STUART: Well, I rehab three times a week and bowl once and of course, I go to church every Sunday and Mary and I take off to Knoxville sometimes.  She comes up.  She is so good to me.  She washes my car and does what I can’t do because of my hands and arthritis.  And I just float along.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
What church do you belong to?

MRS. STUART: The Kern United Methodist Church down on the Turnpike.  I’m not much of a worker I used to be in it because I can’t do what I used to do.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Well, I want to thank you for coming today and letting me interview you for the Center for Oak Ridge Oral History.   You’ve been a long time Oak Ridger.  You’ve seen a lot of things and changes here in Oak Ridge.

MRS. STUART: Oh golly.  Just like Grove Center a while ago, I would’ve never known that it was that again.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You’re going to have to get out and move around the city a little bit more.

MRS. STUART: Well, I don’t drive much anymore now, Don.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Yes.
MRS. STUART: Living and truly, I don’t drive out of town at all.  

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
You probably don’t drive at night at all, do you?

MRS. STUART: No.  I really don’t.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Well, I want to thank you again and I really appreciate your time for this.  It’ll go into the Center for Oak Ridge Oral History and maybe one day somebody will pull it up and use some of your information related to whatever topic or whatever their paper or something of that nature.

MRS. STUART: It won’t be much, but I do appreciate you asking me and having this confidence in me to say a word or two.

MR. HUNNICUTT: 
Well, thank you again.
