I started as an operator, and then later I was transferred into the business office.

I came to work on a bus line that operated here. When we got out to the bus terminal which is where French’s market used to be, it isn’t there any more, it’s a little shopping center, we had to change badges again, and then when we got to Y-12 we changed our badge there. That’s the way we got in, and then when we got out we had to do the same thing.

That was at the end of shift changed, and I’m in the group of nurses. I’m back of I guess the first row in the polka dot dress, and I didn’t know the picture was made. I’m sure I worked with some of them in the medical there, but I can’t identify any them. My niece is Audrey Bryan, and she works there at Y-12, and I understand she had mentioned it to you too.
